This was the beginning of our 
initiation process.  Each time we come into the church building we re-
mind ourselves of our baptism by blessing ourselves with the holy wa-
ter “in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit.”  Baptistries used to be near the entrance of the church building 
or even in a separate building near the front doors.  Only after baptism, 
did the person enter into the room of the celebrating assembly.
