Before the presider says the prayer over the wine,
he (or the deacon) adds a little bit of water to it. This
originates from the ancient days in Israel where it was
the tradition always to add water to the wine to dilute it,
because of its strength. Through the years, other
symbolic meanings have been attributed to this action,
such as the blending of Christ’'s human and divine
natures. Originally, however, it was simply a practical matter.
