“presider?”

Those of us who predate Vatican Il remember using terms like “hearing
Mass,” or “attending Mass.” We said that Father “said” Mass. All of these
ways of speaking about our Sunday worship give the feeling of a passive,
audience-type event. And in many ways, it was. Mass was in Latin, and
the music was supplied by the choir, if there was any at all.

Along with the Vatican Il emphasis on the importance of the activity of the
assembly, was the conviction that our worship experience was a celebra-
tion, a celebration of praise and thanksgiving. For a while, the Church

started calling the priest the celebrant, but it quickly —
realized that that was misleading, because ALL OF US rlh
celebrate the liturgy.

The Great Lakes Scrip center acts on behalf of churches, schools and other non-profit
organizations to purchase large amounts of Cash Cards from grocery stores, department stores,
and other retailers. Because the Cash Card is purchased with cash up front, the

participating retailers offer a substantial discount. Notre Dame Catholic School buys the Cash
Cards from Great Lake Scrip Center at a discount, and resells the certificates to school support-
ers for full face value. The bulk of the discount—from two to fifteen percent or more-is retained
by Notre Dame Catholic School as revenue. Obviously, this is a terrific source of revenue for our
school, and our NDS Scholars. What an easy way to support Catholic Education!
