Frederic Ozanam founded the Society of St. Vincent de Paul at the age 
of twenty. In 1833 while at the Sorbonne, he was challenged by a fellow 
student: "We agree that at one time your Church was a great Church and 
was a great source of good. But what is your Church doing now? What is 
she doing for the poor of Paris? Show us your works and we will believe 
you." 
 

Frederic and his companions conceded, and his words moved the six others that were present: 
"We must do what is agreeable to God. Therefore, we must do what Our Lord Jesus Christ did 
when preaching the Gospel. Let us go to the poor."
