GOD'S PROMISE 
 The lengthy passage from Samuel is a 
wonderful exposition of God's promise to the 
house of David: that his throne would forever 
be gloriously occupied by his descendants. 
Hidden in the mystery of the prophecy is the 
promise of the Savior, the Messiah, Son of 
God and Son of David. The prophet Nathan, 
speaking in God's name, poetically turns 
around David's plan to build a house for God, 
and announces God's plan to build a "house," 
that is, a dynasty for David. From this house of 
David will come the Messiah, the Christ, not in 
kingly splendor as David ruled, but as a hum-
ble man, destined to rule forever and over all. 
When God gives a gift, it's amazing what we 
are given--so different from what we ever could 
have imagined.

child of humble parents in an insignificant town and 
make him into a light for all the world. This is what 
we, as God's holy family, are called to do each day: 
to trust not in ourselves and the way we think things 
should be, but to open ourselves and surrender our-
selves in faith to a God of endless promise.
