Paul wddéater
write in Philippians that Jesus "humbled" himself t
become like us. And we see this humility at work in
today's healing of the leper. Jesus is trying teaéthe
presence of God's reign among the people, notatdth
himself might receive the glory, but so that Godulgddoe
glorified through him.
