THIRSTING FOR LIFE-GIVING WATERS
Especially during the Lenten, Holy
Week, and Easter seasons, the prayer texts
of the Eastern Church revel in paradoxical
images of Christ: the eternal life who is put to
death, the host of the supper who is also its
meal, the thirsty crucified one with living water
streaming from his side. These images flow
from the evangelists’ portrayals of Jesus and
from his very ministry, during which he often
upset or reversed people’s expectations
about him or the ways of God. This “reversal”
is at play in today's Gospel, as Jesus speaks
to an enemy foreigner who is also a woman
beneath his status. In addition he, the thirsting
one, shows the woman to be the one truly
thirsting. He—whose parched lips will say “I
thirst” before he dies—is the source of life and
life-giving water. Lent calls upon us to dwell
on how each of us is thirsting for Christ, and it
leads us, ultimately, back to the life-giving

waters of our baptism into his Body.

Give and gifts will be
given to you; a good measure, packed together, shaken down, and overflowing, will be poured into
your lap. For the measure with which you measure will in return be measured out to you.”

Scrutiny
Paul Turner

Tell people they will face a
scrutiny before they can join your
community, and they will
probably say, “Thanks, but no thanks.” Boldly, our
church expects not one but three scrutinies of the
elect before their baptism at Easter.

Scrutinies are rites of self-searching and
repentance. When people from another spiritual
background seek baptism in the Catholic church,
they do so by stages. First we accept them into
the order of catechumens. Then as they complete
their catechetical formation we enroll them
among the “elect,” or those chosen for baptism.
This rite of election generally coincides with the
beginning of Lent. Three times during Lent the
church prays the scrutinies to encourage a spirit
of repentance among those who seek a worthy
celebration of baptism.

Although scrutinies have returned fairly recentiy
to Catholic parishes, they originated early in
church history. St Ambrose and St. Augustine
celebrated them in the fourth and fifth century to
mark the spiritual progress of the catechumens.
The moral preparation of catechumens included
prayers of exorcism to drive out the spirit of evil
which kept them from embracing Christ as their
light. In the scrutinies the church discerned if
those exorcisms had achieved their effect
Catechumens entered the church, stood barefoot
on goatskin and renounced evil influences all
night. Those unworthy of baptism had to wait
another year for Easter to roll around again.
Today’s scrutinies seem less intense. They still
include an exorcism, in which the priest or
deacon prays that the spirit of evil may be
replaced by the spirit of good. Their purpose is
not so much to examine the candidates’ mental
readiness but their spiritual readiness. Scrutinies
offer the catechumens the support they need to
approach the waters of baptism worthily.

For those who are already baptized, the
scrutinies invite us to embrace the same spirit of
self-searching and repentance. At Easter we
renew our baptismal promises as we see the
catechumens baptized. So during Lent we renew
our repentance as we see the elect scrutinized.
The scrutinies remind us of the seriousness of
our Christian life and inspire us to turn from evil
and pursue good. They enliven our
recommitment to Christ at Easter.

The Crosses of Notre Dame Church

Today we are going to "see with new eyes." We are going to look closely
at the large cross hanging in the center of our sanctuary. What do we see?

It is a Celtic cross, an enduring symbol of Irish and Celtic spirituality.
Crosses with circles on them can be found throughout the Irish countryside. This
cross reminds us of the gift of faith that was nurtured by the many Irish priests
and nuns who served our community. The Protestants sometime use this, but the
Celtic cross is a profoundly Catholic symbol, dating back to the time of St. Patrick.

Note the circles around the cross. How many do you see? Most
children will correctly answer that there are three circles around the cross. Their eyes are clearer
than most adults. What does a circle symbolize? Like a wedding ring, a circle symbolizes love and
eternal presence. The large wooden circle has many grooves cut into it. We can guess that these
are the graces and gifts flowing from God the Father. The large circle stands behind the cross, as
God the Father supports His Son. The golden circle represents Jesus, the eternal Son of God, who
sacrificed Himself for all of us. The empty space between these two circles is itself the third circle,
representing the eternal Holy Spirit, the gift that Jesus sent to His church. The Celtic cross is a
perfect symbol of the Holy Trinity, the unity of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

The rites and liturgy of our church require us to have a cross with the body of
Christ (the Corpus) on it during Mass. And so we do. The processional cross we use is
a very slightly scaled down version of the papal cross - the one used in the same way
by the Pope in Rome. If you do a search of "papal cross" on Google images, our crucifix
is the one you will see. This is a powerful symbol to us as Catholics. When the celebrant
enters the church building each Sunday, the cross of Christ leads us in. When our Mass
is over, the cross of Christ leads us back into the world. The church is led to prayer by
the crucifix, and led back into the larger community by the crucifix. We must remember
that the church is NOT a building. The church is defined by the documents of Vatican I
as "the people of God." We, together with the Pope and the faithful around the
world, are the church. The cross belongs with us on our journey of faith. Why
else would the crucifix move with the Pope when he goes to celebrate the
liturgy? Why else would it lead us to prayer and then to the ministry of the
Gospels in our world?

Look around you at this building. It was designed as a house of worship.
Every piece of it is designed to help us pray and remember. The triumphant
Celtic cross hanging in our sanctuary is just the beginning.
