TEMPTATION'S FACES

In the movie Oh God, You Devil the roles
of both God and Satan were played by George
Burns. This completely baffled the humans. But
as “God” pointed out, the face of evil has long
tried to look like God, act like God, sound like
God—or at least fulfill all our expectations of
what God is like and desires. This is the aspect
of Jesus’ human nature that Satan attempts to
prey upon in today’s Gospel. It is in our human
nature to seek the easy or surface answers; it
was this part of Jesus’ true human nature that
was tested in the desert dryness that immedi-
ately followed his plunge into the Jordan’s bap-
tismal waters. Our surface expectations of God
are in miracle-working, power and glory, the in-
tervention of supernatural beings on our behalf.
But all of these things can be accomplished by
the might of evil as well. Jesus takes us deeper
and shows us that, even when we’re at our
weakest (as he would have been in the desert
after his forty-day ordeal), we need to be
relentless in seeking the true presence of God'’s
word, giving our worship to God alone, testing

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"The 14 Stations of the Cross adom the walls of almost every
Catholic church and chapel. Many parishes commemorate
the Fridays of Lent with a prayerful remembrance of the
passion of Christ by walking the stations with him.

Throughout our history, Christians have longed to liter-
ally walk in the footsteps of Christ. The shrines of the holy
places in and around Jerusalem have drawn pilgrims
inspired by the life and death of their master.

However, not everyone is able to travel to the Holy Land.
So, ever since the middle ages, churches and chapels began
erecting images devoted to an aspect of the passion. By the
15th century, the Franciscans had developed a devotion
they called “stations.” The word means a place whete peo-
ple stand still or gather together. So even though it implies
something “stationary,” the service obviously must include
the movement of pilgrims following the footsteps of Christ.
It took a while to fix the number and the names of the sta-
tions, but in 1731 Pope Clement XII established the 14 we
know today.

We still find some variations on the number. Many places
add a 15th station, for example, the resurrection of Jesus.
Discontent with leaving Christ in the tomb when our faith
expresses so much more, worshipers have found consola-
tion in completing the stoty of the cross.

Over the years our church has authorized various ver-
sions of the stations for different occasions. For example,
Pope John Paul II altered the traditional stations for his
Good Friday service in Rome. He eliminated some stations
that detived from tradition, and substituted them with
events from the Gospels. Here are the stations he used: 1.
Jesus in the Garden of Olives; 2. Jesus betrayed by Judas; 3.
Jesus condemned to death by the Sanhedrin; 4. Jesus denied
by Peter; 5. Jesus judged by Pilate; 6. Jesus flogged and
crowned with thorns; 7. Jesus carries his cross; 8. Jesus is
helped by Simon of Cyrene; 9. Jesus encounters women of
Jerusalem; 10. Jesus is crucified; 11. Jesus promises the king-
dom to the good thief; 12. Jesus on the cross; 13. The
mother of Jesus and his disciple at the cross; 14. Jesus is
placed in the tomb.

The stations inspire us all to follow Christ through suf-
fering to peace.

What is the RCIA Rite of Sending?

Across the entire world, Catholic bishops on this first Sunday of Leht wil
welcome those sent by the parish to gather together with their godparents and
sponsors in what is known as the Rite of Election and the Call to Continuing
Conversion. The Rite of Sending, ordinarily held earlier on the same day, offers
the parish community an opportunity to acknowledge the spiritual progress the
catechumens and candidates have made, express approval of their election or
=smmen fecognition, and send them forth to our bishop with assurance of the parish’s care
and support. To send a catechumen or candidate to the bishop means that agpdisskimad that the
person is ready to enter the Catholic Church. In Sacred ScripturepdheoBRevelation makes refer-
ence to a “Book of Life,” in which are written the names of those who haverctmfdlow the Lord
Jesus and be baptized. Those who are already baptized, as Catholics or in othieatiensythad our
names written in the Book of Life at our Baptism. In this Rite, thogeapirey for Baptism are invited to
come forward and sign a book, which we call the “Book of the Elect,” as a siigeintlesire to be
numbered among the chosen of God.

Lenten regulations

The 40-day season of Lent
begins on Ash Wednesday, Feb.
6. To assist the faithful in their
observance of the penitential
season, the archdiocesan Office
of Worship has provided the fol-
lowing list of Lenten regulations.

1) By the law of God and the
custom of the church, all Chris-
tians are required to do penance.

2) The season of Lent retains
its penitential character. The
days of penance to be observed
under the obligation are Ash
Wednesday and all Fridays of the
Lenten season.

3) Abstinence from meat is to
be observed on all Fridays of
Lent. The law of abstinence and
fast is to be observed on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday.

4) The law of abstinence for-
bids the consumption of meat.
The law of fasting permits only
one meal a day. Fasting means

having only one full meal to
maintain one’s strength. Two
smaller meatless meals and
penitential meals are permitted
according to one’s needs, but
they should not equal the one
full meal. Eating solid
foods between meals is
not permitted.’

5) The law of absti- -
nence binds those who
have celebrated their
14th birthday. The law
of fasting binds those
who have celebrated
their 18th birthday,
and continues until they have
celebrated their 59th birthday.

. 6) Pastors and parents should
take particular care to educate
the young to a true sense of pen-
ance and self-discipline. More
frequent use of the sacrament of
reconciliation and attendance at
daily Mass should be encouraged

during Lent, as well as other
practices of penance and self-
sacrifice. . ,

7) The Fridays of the year
outside Lent remain days of
penance, but-each individual
may substitute tra-
ditional abstinence
from meat with
some other practice
of voluntary self-
denial or personal
penance: this may be
physical mortifica-
tion, act of religion,
charity or Christian
witness. These works should be
considered a minimal response
to the Lord’s call to penance and
conversion of life.

8) All priests and confessors are
delegated to grant dispensations
to individuals and to families
both inside and outside the sacra-
mental form.

How Cash Cards generate revenue for Notre Dame Scho

The Great Lakes Scrip center acts on behalf of churches, schools and other non-profit
organizations to purchase large amounts of Cash Cards from grocery stores, department
stores, and other retailers. Because the Cash Card is purchased with cash up front, the
participating retailers offer a substantial discount. Notre Dame Catholic School buys the
Cash Cards from Great Lake Scrip Center at a discount, and resells the certificates to
school supporters for full face value. The bulk of the discount—from two to fifteen percent or
more-is retained by Notre Dame Catholic School as revenue. Obviously, this is a terrific
source of revenue for our school, and our NDS Scholars.
