As with other schools in our community, the cost of 
providing a quality education continues to rise. Not only do we value our ability to keep tuition af-
fordable, but we must also continue the pastoral imperative to extend this ministry to as many 
members of our family as possible. To this end, we are continually challenged to provide the most 
"bang for our buck" and to raise additional money to fund our growing operations as well as build 
our endowment fund. This winter we will come to you once again with hands outstretched in our 
Annual Giving Campaign. We will also throw another fabulous wine-tasting dinner to raise 
money and merriment. We appreciate your prayerful consideration. 
 
In summary, Notre Dame Catholic School is so very blessed to have the support of our church 
community. Across the country, even in our own Archdiocese, Catholic schools are closing every 
year. Through the boundless mercy of our loving God, Father Kemper brought to this community a 
great gift so many years ago; a vine of evangelization that has flourished and produced much fruit. 
With your help, we continue to feed, prune and protect the vine so that it may grow ever larger in 
service to God. On behalf of the parents, students and staff of our school, we want the entire parish 
community to know that we feel blessed, that we are grateful, and that we are humbled by your 
support.
