HOLY SPIRIT, DOVE OF PEACE 
 
 

A wonderful collaborative work "Holy Spirit, Dove of Peace" composed of over 1,600+origami paper 
cranes, hangs behind the altar in the Notre Dame Catholic Church near downtown Kerrville, TX. 
 

.The crane has a long history in Japanese traditions and legends as a national bird of peace, long 
life, and happiness. Folded paper cranes are often given to ill people to wish them a quick recovery 
and it is said, in Japanese lore, that a thousand folded paper origami cranes makes a wish come 
true. 
 

In 1960, an origami book was placed in the hands of Peggy Owens. Later, she heard the tale of a 
Japanese girl who survived the bombing of Hiroshima, and who later set out to make a thousand 
cranes as a wish for peace, long life, and happiness. Although leukemia claimed her life, the thou-
sand origami crane peace wish survived and spread around the world. Monuments, foundations for 
children, peace memorials, origami societies, and others have sprung up since the mid 1950’s. 
 

The hope to end the wars in the Middle East and the discord here in the our own lives as Americans 
spoke to the Art & Environment Committee. We wanted to create an initiative to inspire prayer for 
peace during Ordinary time. Committed to the project, to place a Holy Spirit, dove of peace in a field 
of green Ordinary time colors, we chose the Prayer of St. Francis. We agreed to pray our prayer for 
peace while making the paper birds. A hundred students and parishioners were taught to make pa-
per origami birds. And, under the direction of Rosemary Suess, white and colored papers 
were distributed, birds were collected, and the design began to take shape. The final stage of 
stringing birds was astounding and we all agreed the experience was fabulous! . 
 

We would like to invite everyone to pray the Prayer of St. Francis, for peace in our own hearts.
