Miscarriage and other peri-natal loss can be very 
difficult for a mother and for a couple. Issues of 
self-blame and blame of others, anger, loss and 
religious doubt can interfere with healthy grieving 
and recovery, with marital harmony and with faith 
life. A special short day retreat for parents who 
have suffered miscarriage will take place on 
 Saturday, July 14, 2007 . This retreat is being 
held due to many requests for such a service, 
and is sponsored by Project Rachel. (Please 
note that this is not a retreat for the post-
abortive; our next post-abortion retreat will take 
place on August 11). The retreat will take place 
at Pilgrim Center of Hope from 9 to 4, and the 
fee of $20 ($35 a couple) includes lunch and 
snacks.

ATTENTION– MOMS AND GRANDMOTHERS  
 

 

ONE BY ONE is faith-based outreach ministry.  The program is designed for volunteers, who using ONE 
BY ONE materials make monthly visits to homes of families with babies. Mentors will guide mothers in de-
veloping parenting skills by building together a baby book which contains information on child development, 
activities, health, safety and discipline. 

NEW mothers need love and support.  With the arrival of a new baby, they can be more open to God’s word 
than  at any other time in their lives.  By providing a means of establishing contact during the early months of 
a child’s life, ONE BY ONE, can help mentors create a lifeline for these mothers and their families. 

ENROLLMENT of families is accomplished through pregnancy centers, hospitals, community health care 
and referrals from members of the parish. 

BY using ONE BY ONE, the Church has yet another instrument to reach families for Christ; ONE BY ONE 
may be part of a particular ministry of the Church.. 

YOU are the key. It takes people who love the Lord and care about families to make ONE BY ONE work. It 
takes people who desire to help break the cycle of child abuse. 

ONE BY ONE  provides the material essential for making this an exciting journey in God’s call to love one 
another. With prayerfully designed materials, mentors will be able to guide mothers in raising their children 
in loving homes. 

NEVER to  be under estimated in the power of prayer.  Each  mentor is assigned a Prayer Partner who will 
pray together before each  visit. 

EMPHASIS  on spiritual values is the heart of the program. Secular and social programs provide  some sup-
port for young mothers, but this program meets a practical need with a  spiritual purpose.
