Liturgical Bits and Bytes… Baptismal Font… With Vatican II we once again began to look at 
baptism as a Sacrament to be celebrated in the midst of the assembly, that is, in the context of 
the whole community.  For practical purposes, the baptismal font was placed up front so the 
assembly could see the action.  However, newer church buildings are being constructed with 
the font near the entrance, and within sight of the assembly, so that the symbolism of coming 
into the Church through the waters of baptism is once again evident.  At the same time, with the 
font at the entrance to the church, it makes the many small fonts unnecessary, and allows us to 
bless ourselves with the water from the font, a closer connection to our own baptism.  Each 
time we bless ourselves this way, it can be a conscious renewal of our baptismal commitment 
and an affirmation of our right and duty to worship as part of the Body of Christ called by God 
into an assembled people.
