Shrine of St. John Neumann 
 
The Sirianni Family recently returned from a trip to 
Philadelphia.  One of the places they visited was 
the Shrine of St. John Neumann, located in the 
basement below St. Peter the Apostle 
Church.  Considered the architect of the Catholic 
educational system, he is the first American male 
saint, and spent considerable effort in the  
evangelization of newly arrived immigrants to the 
area in the early 19th century.  Many miracles are 
attributed to his intercession, and he is especially 
known for his intercession for sick children.   
Entrance to the church and shrine is difficult for the 
physically impaired.  There is currently a  
fundraising effort to aid in the installation of an  
elevator at the site.

The Great Lakes Script Center acts on behalf of churches, schools, and other non-profit organizations to 
purchase large amounts of Cash Cards from grocery stores, department stores, and other retailers.  

 Because the Cash Card is purchased with cash up front, the participating retailers offer a substantial  
discount.  Notre Dame Catholic School buys the Cash Cards from Great Lake Script Center at a discount, 
and resells the certificates to school supporters for full face value.  The bulk of the discount- from two to fif-
teen percent or more—is retained by Notre Dame Catholic School as revenue.  Obviously, this is a terrific 

source of revenue for our school, and our NDS Scholars.  What an easy way to support Catholic Education!
