














Books from the parish library for you and your family to borrow will be available in the
narthex of the church after each mass on the weekend of December 6 and 7. There is no charge
and you may keep the books as long as you are using them. They can then be returned, to the
church narthex during our monthly display there, to the library itself, in the Family Life Center,
during regular office hours, or to the special library mailbox, just outside the Family Life Center
door, 24 hours a day and 7 days a week. Next month books especially for Advent and Christmas
will be featured, and some of them will be reviewed in this column for the remainder of this
month.
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Silent Night Holy Night (call number 700 Sch) is the most recent addition to the library.
Published in 1968 in Innsbruck, Austria, in honor of the 150th birthday
of the beloved Christmas hymn, it is a revision and expansion of an ear-
lier volume, with historical notes about the composition and its travels
throughout the world. There are copies of the earliest surviving manu-
scripts, and translations of the words of the hymn into no less than 45
languages, including Russian and Hebrew. The text is generously inter-
spersed with a glorious collection of paintings, woodcuts, and photos of
sculptures from the finest treasures of religious art.

There is something for everyone in this 192-page book. Musicians will
be interested to see that the melody in the various manuscripts differs
from what we sing today, and there is not only four-part harmony, but
instrumental parts for a variety of accompaniments. Historians will revel
in the account of the political environment when the hymn was created,
as well as the personal histories of the composer and author. Poets and
other language nuts will be fascinated by the English translations of the
versions that have appeared in the 45 additional languages. Compulsive
proofreaders will have fun spotting the very few goofs in this book written and published in
English by Austrians. Artists and theologians will be charmed by the wealth and variety of im-
ages of the Nativity, more than 80 of them, many in color, from the tenth century to 1958, from
gingerbread molds and paper sculpture to stained glass, architectural details and a golden mon-
strance. And ultimately, for anyone disenchanted with 21st century American Christmas, the
book is a beautiful witness to the infinite power of the Incarnation.

The Great Lakes Scrip center acts on behalf of churches, schools and other non-profit
organizations to purchase large amounts of Cash Cards from grocery stores, department
stores, and other retailers. Because the Cash Card is purchased with cash up front, the
participating retailers offer a substantial discount. Notre Dame Catholic School buys the
Cash Cards from Great Lake Scrip Center at a discount, and resells the certificates to
school supporters for full face value. The bulk of the discount—from two to fifteen percent or
more-is retained by Notre Dame Catholic School as revenue. Obviously, this is a terrific
source of revenue for our school, and our NDS Scholars. What an easy way to support
Catholic Education!
