 We begin the season of Advent with a 
heartfelt call for our own repentance. We remember 
God’s faithful love for us, and call upon God to help 
us to turn back. For “behold, you are angry, and we 
are sinful” (Isaiah 64:4). In the first reading and in 
the psalm, we recall God’s promises and lament our 
unfaithfulness and our guilt. We call upon God’s 
might and power in order to save us.

/ with the mountains quaking before you”  
(Isaiah 63:19). 
 Yes, God is faithful to us, because we are 
the work of God’s hands. God is the potter, we are 
the clay. And yet, our concept of how God will come 
to save us is rooted in our own expectations of a 
warrior God who crushes mountains and thunders 
into our lives with great noise and glory. But God 
has a different plan: the Incarnation.

Liturgical Bits and Bytes… Types of Psalms… Most of the psalms fit into 
three basic types with some subdivisions.  The first type is Psalms of  
Lament, an expression of grief or sorrow moving to hope and finally to 
praise.  These are usually divided into two groups, Penitential Psalms and 
Imprecatory Psalms.  Thanksgiving Psalms recall a previous call for help, 
acknowledge God’s deliverance and end in praise.  Two subdivisions of 
the Thanksgiving Psalm are Salvation History Psalms, which in some way 
refer to the exodus story, and Songs of Trust, which reflect on God’s  
actions resulting in trust.  The final type is Hymnic Psalms or Psalms of 
Praise.  These begin and end with praise of God, describing 
in the body of the psalm the basis for the praise.  At liturgy we 
rarely hear an entire psalm, making it sometimes difficult to 
know the type.  See if you can tell, or go home and read the 
entire psalm to clarify the context.

CELEBRATE THE FEAST  
OF ST. NICHOLAS 

 
   December 6 is the feast of St. 
Nicholas.  Most Americans know that 
somehow our Christmas figure Santa 
Claus is based on “Good St. Nick.”  
The name “Santa Claus” is an anglicized version of the 
Dutch name for St. Nicholas, “Sinterklaas.”  In the early 
fourth century, St. Nicholas was the bishop of Myra, a 
town, now in ruins, in Turkey.  He began his life and time 
as bishop under the persecution of Roman emperors. 
Many legends grew up around him, all based on his 
practice of charity and care for the poor.   
   One legend is of a poor man with three daughters who 
he could not marry off because he was too poor to 
provide a dowry.  In secret St. Nicholas saw that the 
father received three bags of gold so that he could 
provide a dowry for each of his daughters. 
   Nicholas became a saint in an unusual fashion.  Until 
Nicholas, virtually all declared saints had been martyrs.  
Not so Nicholas.  He lived an exemplary life.  Nicholas 
was not canonized in the typical way.  He became a 
saint through popular acclaim.  That someone could 
become a saint merely by the way that person lived was 
practically a new concept, one that gave hope to 
thousands that they too could become a saint. 

Celebrate the Feast of St. Nicholas this 
coming Friday night, December 5, by 
putting out your stocking and hope that it is 
filled with surprises such as fruit and candy.

During the Advent Season, we begin a journey of joyous anticipation, penance, and 
preparation for the Birth of Christ.  As has been announced in the Church Bulletin for the past 
few weeks, our Parish will be continuing our Advent tradition of ministering to the poor through 
the Notre Dame Family Giving Tree.  This will allow our parishioners to experience the true 
meaning of Christmas by bringing happiness, relief, and Jesus’ love to the less fortunate in 
our community.

By selecting an ornament from the Jesse Tree in the Narthex, you will be committing yourself 
and your family to provide a positive Christmas experience to a less fortunate family.  You will 
be participating in a celebration of sharing and a ministry of love!

Because the Cash Card is purchased with cash up front, the  
participating retailers offer a substantial discount.  Notre Dame Catholic School buys the Cash 
Cards from Great Lake Scrip Center at a discount, and resells the certificates to school support-
ers for full face value.  The bulk of the discount—from two to fifteen percent or more-is retained 
by Notre Dame Catholic School as revenue.  Obviously, this is a terrific source of revenue for our 
school, and our NDS Scholars.  What an easy way to support Catholic Education!
