OCTOBER, MARY AND THE ROSARY  
 

Throughout the history of the church, Mary has emphasized the importance 
of her Rosary. 
We look to history and recall the Albigensian heresy of the 12th Century 
which threatened the Christian world by force.  Our Blessed Mother ap-
peared to St. Dominic asking him to preach and pray  the rosary.  Dominic 

listened and France and the church were saved. 
 In the 16th century, when the Turks were overrunning Europe, St. Pius V called upon the 
countries of Europe to unite in defense of Christian civilization.  Only Venice and Spain responded 
to the Pope’s pleas.  However, just before the fleet set out to meet the Turks, Christians united in 
praying the Rosary for victory.  When the two fleets met on October 7, 1571, near Lapanto, the 
wind which was favoring the Turkish fleet, suddenly changed.  The result was a resounding victory 
for all of Christian Europe. 
 It was St. Pius V who ordered that October 7th be celebrated as a feast of Our Lady of Vic-
tory, which was later changed to the feast of the Holy Rosary. 
 In 1858 at Lourdes, France, Mary appeared with her Rosary, gently fingering it as Berna-
dette prayed. 
 Again in 1917 at Fatima, Portugal, through three shepherd children, Our Lady reempha-
sized to the world the importance of the Rosary.  Mary identified herself as “The Lady of the Ro-
sary,” and reminded us to “Pray the Rosary every day. ”                               Rev. Joseph Kelly
