POWER STRUGGLE 
 Power struggles occur on every level 
of society, from the world stage to relation-
ships at work, to our own homes.

 In this Sunday's Gospel reading the 
Pharisees engage Jesus in a power struggle 
over whether Jews should show tribute to 
Caesar by paying taxes. Jesus' response 
puts this and every struggle for power into 
perspective. In harmony with the words of 
Isaiah and Paul, Jesus teaches us that God 
is the ultimate source of all power--the power 
of earthly rulers, the Pharisees, Jesus, the 
Church, and the power within ourselves.

October is recognized as the 
Month of the Rosary.  A  
popular legend tells us that the 
Rosary, or “garland of roses” 
was given to St. Dominic by the  
Blessed Mother when she appeared to him.   
Historians believe that the Rosary evolved from  
religious traditions practiced between the 12th 
and 15th centuries.  In those early days of the 
Church, monks were known to recite 150 
psalms of David in repetitious prayer.  Lay  
people adopted the monk’s practice by saying 
150 repetitions of the Our Father.  To keep 
count, they would carry strings of knots or 
beads.  What eventually evolved was the  
Rosary as we know it today.
