How we get that help, however, is the key to this week-
end’s scriptures. 
 No matter how inadequate Moses felt to the task 
God had given him, he persevered—even though he 
needed help from the people around him. The Israelites 
especially depended on God for freedom. The woman in 
the Gospel, desperate and destitute, had no one to de-
pend on, but still she would not give up. She could not 
afford to bribe the unscrupulous judge, but she pestered 
him into weariness until finally he met her demands. 
 We sometimes need to turn to others to help us 
through difficult times; but if we always turn to God, we 
won’t be disappointed, for our help, the psalm assures 
us, is from the Lord.    © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

 A veces necesitamos acudir a otros para que nos 
ayuden en momentos difíciles; pero si siempre acudimos 
a Dios, no quedaremos defraudados; el Salmo asegura 
que nuestra ayuda proviene del Señor.

Order for Visiting A Cemetery  
on all Souls Day (November 2) 

 

This order is a solemn commemoration of the departed 
whose bodies lie in a cemetery.  It may be used on All Souls 
Day, Memorial Day, on the anniversary of the death or bur-
ial of a particular deceased person, or when a gravestone or 
cemetery monument is erected.  The service may also be 
adapted for use by individuals when they visit the grave of a 
relative or friend.  The service may be used immediately 
following Mass or apart from Mass. 
If the service takes place immediately after Mass and there 
is to be a procession to the cemetery, the blessing and dis-
missal of the Mass are omitted.  During the procession a 
psalm or other suitable song may be sung.  The priest may 
wear the chasuble or a cope for the procession and for the 
service in the cemetery.  This order may be used by a priest, 
deacon, or a lay minister.  On those occasions when this 
service is used by a family, one of the family members takes 
the minister’s parts. 
 

For the Faithful Departed 
 

A plenary indulgence, applicable only to the souls in purga-
tory, is granted to the faithful who, 
 on any and each day from November 1 to 8,  
 Devoutly visit a cemetery and pray, if only men
 tally,  for the departed;  
 On All Souls’ Day (or, according to the judgment 
 of the ordinary, on the Sunday preceding or 
   following it, or on the solemnity of All Saints), 
 devoutly visit a church or an oratory and recite an 
 Our Father  and the Creed.  
A  partial indulgence, applicable only to the souls in purga-
tory, is granted to the faithful who 
  devoutly visit a cemetery and at least mentally   
  pray   for the dead;  
  devoutly recite lauds or vespers from the Office of                          
  the Dead or the prayer Eternal rest.

Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light 
shine upon them.
