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Prayer of the Faithful
by Paul Turner

We pray to the Lord at every Mass, but it didn't used to be that way. Vatican Il created a new set of
prayers after the Creed. We call them "the prayer of the faithful,” since the faithful pray them, or the
"general intercessions," since they intercede for the world.

The prayers are in three parts: The priest introduces them; petitions follow; the priest prays the conclu-
sion. A deacon, cantor or someone else (preferably not the priest) announces each petition, and the
whole assembly responds.

Responding may not seem like such a big deal, but it really is. Ordinarily at Mass, the priest says the
prayers on behalf of the assembly. He alone calls God by name. The people usually just say "Amen."
The grandest exception is the Lord's Prayer. But the opening prayer, the prayer over the gifts, the
eucharistic prayer and the communion prayer are all entrusted to the priest. This prayer is different. It's
the prayer "of the faithful." We all call God by name. We thus exercise the priestly function given to us at
baptism.

Most commonly, we respond, "Lord, hear our prayer." But some other responses may be made spo-
ken, sung, or even silent.

The petitions themselves fall into four categories and follow this sequence: First we pray for the needs
of the whole church. Then we pray for public authorities and the salvation of the world. Next we remem-
ber those oppressed in any way. And finally we pray for our local community.

Incredible as this sounds, we have complete freedom to write these texts ourselves. We rarely vary
the Mass texts because they precisely articulate our faith. But the church asks us to compose these
texts which speak the greatest needs of our community.

Inviting the assembly to petition spontaneously can enliven our liturgy, as the priestly people voice
their needs. However, some spontaneous prayers abuse the purpose of these petitions. They are not
meant to be specific; they are to be general. We're not praying "for a special intention" or for Aunt
Susie's depression. We pray universally, for groups in need.

The prayer of the faithful is not just another prayer. It's the priestly people fulfilling their mission at
prayer for the world.

sT. PETER UPON THE WATER

St. Peter upon the Water: A center for Spiritual D  irection and Formation located in In-
gram will have the dedication of its new administra tion building on October 6, 2007.
Archbishop Gomez will preside over the blessings and dedication at 2:00pm to which
everyone is invited. An open house will follow.

The new administration building , designed by Jim H eck of Fisher*Heck Architects of
San Antonio and built by JM Lowe Company of Kerrvil le, has a reception area, library,
small chapel, three offices, a workroom, and tworo  oms for spiritual direction. Located
at 234 Indian Creek Road in Ingram, the property co  mprises 170 acres containing hills, a
creek, and meadows of deer and antelope. The futur e plans for the acreage include the
building of contemplative house where individuals ¢ an come for a private or directed
retreat or come for a quiet space for theological w  riting.

Eventually, the property will have a conference cen  ter that seats 150 people and a larger
chapel. Father Mike Boulette, the Director, lives  on the site in a hunting cottage con-
verted for his residence.

Presently, Father Boulette receives people seeking spiritual direction. Three members
of the staff, Sister Brigid Marie Clarke, CCVI, Mrs . Carol Stehling, and Mrs. Mary Anne
Coallins, also provide spiritual direction at the ce nter.

To get to St. Peter Upon The Water from Interstat e 10, exit 505, the Harper Road exit, to
State Highway 27. Turn right heading toward Ingram . At the intersection of Highway 27
and 39 in Ingram, continue on 39 for 1/10 of amile  and turn left at Old Ingram Loop.

Turn left onto Indian Creek Road and travel 7/10 of ~ a mile to St. Peter Upon the Water on
your left.
