
OUR RESPONSIBILITY FOR OTHERS 
 The Second Vatican Council has called us to 
envision the Church as the people of God. As a com-
munity of believers we are responsible for our broth-
ers and sisters, their salvation, their journey of faith, 
their physical well-being. Many of the documents of 
Vatican II and volumes of work since the mid-1960s 
give us advice, guidelines, and encouragement to 
take care of one another: the poor, the elderly, the 
unborn, the broken, the infirm. 
 Because Vatican II is part of our recent history—
indeed many of us were already born—this may 
strike us as a new and revolutionary idea. But today’s 
readings show us the agelessness of the issue of so-
cial justice. Eight hundred years before Christ was 
born, Amos warned the wealthy not to cheat the poor. 
In Paul’s first letter to Timothy, he encourages all 
prayers to be for all people; and finally, the Gospel

Some 
would argue that God does not look at what we 
wear, that He is more interested in our "showing 
up". While there is some truth to this, just 
"showing up" is a minimalistic approach to the 
Sacred Liturgy. It is not enough to just "show up", 
we are called to "show up" with proper under-
standing - that we have come to meet the Lord. 
Understanding the wonder of this, we will dress 
with respect. If we do not act the way we 
believe, we start to believe the way we act. 
Please consider the importance of dressing with 
reverence at Mass. Casual attire is certainly per-
missible, but with respect, please. Thanks for 
supporting efforts to teach a return to reverence.

St. Peter upon the Water:  A center for Spiritual D irection and Formation located in In-
gram will have the dedication of its new administra tion building on October 6, 2007.  
Archbishop Gomez will preside over the blessings and  dedication at 2:00pm to which 
everyone is invited.  An open house will follow. 
 
The new administration building , designed by Jim H eck of Fisher*Heck Architects of 
San Antonio and built by JM Lowe Company of Kerrvil le, has a reception area, library, 
small chapel, three offices, a workroom, and two ro oms for spiritual direction.  Located 
at 234 Indian Creek Road in Ingram, the property co mprises 170 acres containing hills, a 
creek, and meadows of deer and antelope.  The futur e plans for the acreage include the 
building of contemplative house where individuals c an come for a private or directed 
retreat or come for a quiet space for theological w riting. 
 
Eventually, the property will have a conference cen ter that seats 150 people and a larger 
chapel.  Father Mike Boulette, the Director, lives on the site in a hunting cottage con-
verted for his residence. 
 
Presently, Father Boulette receives people seeking spiritual direction.  Three members 
of the staff, Sister Brigid Marie Clarke, CCVI, Mrs . Carol Stehling, and Mrs. Mary Anne 
Collins, also provide spiritual direction at the ce nter. 
 
To get to St. Peter  Upon The Water  from Interstat e 10, exit 505, the Harper Road exit, to 
State Highway 27.  Turn right heading toward Ingram .  At the intersection of Highway 27 
and 39 in Ingram, continue on 39 for 1/10 of a mile  and turn left at Old Ingram Loop.  
Turn left onto Indian Creek Road and travel 7/10 of  a mile to St. Peter Upon the Water on 
your left.
