Matthew quotes from Isaiah in today’s
Gospel, presenting Jesus as the fulfillment of Isaig
prophecies. The theme is “Repent, for the kingdon|
heaven is at hand” (Matthew 4:17). To spread this
message, Jesus begins to select disciples, four of
whom we meet today: Peter, Andrew, James, and
John.
