THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION

Earlier this year, our Archbishop Gomez included in his pastoral letter, The Tender Mercy of Our
God, this quote from Pope John Paul II:

# In a recent letter to the priests of the Archdiocese, the
Archbishop stated that there is a great need for catechesis regarding the Sacrament, and prays
that the beauty of the sacrament’'s message of reconciliation and forgiveness continue to be
brought to God'’s people. In light of this, he established the following:
Guidelines for the Celebration of the Sacrament of Penance
in the Archdiocese of San Antonio:

1. "All priests with faculties to administer the Sacrament of Penance are always to show them-
selves wholeheartedly disposed to administer it whenever the faithful make a reasonable request;
they are to give the faithful the 'opportunity to approach individual confession, on days and at times
set down for their convenience' (Can. 986, § 1)". (John Paul I, Misericordia Dei)

2. Itis particularly recommended that in places of worship confessors be visibly present at the ad-
vertised times, that these times be adapted to the real circumstances of penitents, and that confes-
sions be especially available before Masses, and even during Mass if there are other priests avail-
able, in order to meet the needs of the faithful. (Cf. Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disci-
pline of the Sacraments, Responsa ad dubia proposita: Notitiae, 37 (2001) (259-260)

3. Individual confession is to be always considered the ordinary means for receiving the Sacrament
of Reconciliation.

4. Communal Penance services are allowed, under the following conditions: (a) that the faithful re-
ceive proper catechesis to know that they must individually confess their sins to a priest in order to
receive forgiveness; and (b) that they are provided, within the context of the Communal Penance
service, the opportunity to individually confess their sins to a priest. No absolution is to be given in
a general manner or outside of the context of individual confession.

5. No group confession, generic accusation of sin, or group absolution is allowed.

6. Proper catechesis must be offered, so that there may be a personal disposition of penitents to
receive the sacrament. They must fully understand the value and importance of the Sacrament of
Reconciliation, and also be aware that they are "obliged to confess, according to kind and number,
all grave sins committed after Baptism of which they are conscious after careful examination and
which have not yet been directly remitted by the Church's power of the keys, nor acknowledged in
individual confession" (Can. 988, § 1). It is recommended that they confess venial sins also.

EVERYDAY CATHOLIC

publication for anyone, especially families. Some of the articles include “Treasuring God’s Creation,”
“Saints and Heroes Among Us,” and a review of the movie, “Ratatouille” (“Food once again provides a
fitting movie metaphor for relationships and sharing.”) Enjoy it; then, if possible, return it to the Narthex
for others to enjoy as well.

Order for Visiting A Cemetery
on all Souls Day (November 2)

This order is a solemn commemoration of the departed
whose bodies lie in a cemetery. It may be used on All
Souls Day, Memorial Day, on the anniversary of the

death or burial of a particular deceased person, or when a
gravestone or cemetery monument is erected. The ser-
vice may also be adapted for use by individuals when
they visit the grave of a relative or friend. The service
may be used immediately following Mass or apart from
Mass.

If the service takes place immediately after Mass and
there is to be a procession to the cemetery, the blessing
and dismissal of the Mass are omitted. During the pro-
cession a psalm or other suitable song may be sung. The
priest may wear the chasuble or a cope for the procession
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and for the service in the cemetery. This order may be
used by a priest, deacon, or a lay minister. On those oc-
casions when this service is used by a family, one of the
family members takes the minister’s parts.

For the Faithful Departed

A plenary indulgenceapplicable only to the souls in
purgatory, is granted to the faithful who,
on any and each day from November 1 to 8,
Devoultly visit a cemetery and pray, if only
mentally, for the departed;
On All Souls’ Day (or, according to the
judgment of the ordinary, on the Sunday pre
ceding or following it, or on the solemnity of
All Saints), devoutly visit a church or an oratory
and recite an Our Father and the Creed.

Eternal rest grant unto him, O
Lord, and let perpetual light shin
upon him. May he rest in peace
