Mary of Magdala went to the tomb, seeking to 
find the Lord’s body so that she could anoint it. 
We come to church on Easter Sunday, seeking 
many things. For some of us, this is a 
once-a-year journey, when we seek connection 
with the foundations of the Christian faith. For 
others, this day is the culmination of a long 
journey of Lenten repentance. For the newly 
baptized, this is the first day of a new life filled 
with promise and expectation. Whatever it is that 
we seek, let us be inspired by the disciple whom 
Jesus loved who, when he saw the wrappings of 
cloth inside the empty tomb, “saw and believed.”

In Kerr County time... 
 

As the town (Kerrville) developed, so too, did St. Mary Church.  Having built the first church building, 
Fr. Gerlach left Kerrville in 1892.  His ministry eventually led him to Fredericksburg where he remained 
several years…  A total of nineteen different priests served the Church between 1889 and 1911...The list 
of priests also includes priests who made important contributions to the larger Catholic community.  In 
addition to Fr. Christopher Smith's publication of the Southern Messenger, Rev. T. Smith-Vaudry...
published a book while serving in Kerrville entitled "A Daily Miracle in a Name:  Or The Name 
Catholic."  Although none of the priests remained long at St. Mary they each contributed to the growth 
of the congregation...Little did church members know in 1910 that half a world away events were 
transpiring to bring needed organization and stability to their congregation."
