THE SHEPHERD’S FLOCK 
 In Christian art, the earliest depictions of 
Jesus Christ were not of his crucifixion or of his 
resurrection. The first known renderings of Jesus 
show him as the Good Shepherd, the image put 
before us in today’s readings. In the Gospel pas-
sage Jesus reveals that he is the shepherd and his 
followers are his “flock.” 
 In the first and second readings, we are told 
more about the flock. The passage from Acts as-
sures us that both Jews and Gentiles are called to 
follow Jesus. It is faith, not birthright, that makes 
us part of the company of believers. In the pas-
sage from the book of Revelation we learn that 
the flock that follows this Lamb of God will also 
be washed in his blood. They will endure a time 
of trial before they enjoy eternal life. Be assured 
of the promise, we are told, but know there is a 
price to be paid.

PURIFYING VESSELS by Paul Turner 
 

 The vessels used for the distribution of communion at Mass are to be purified.   
Purification involves gathering and consuming the remaining fragments and droplets of 
the Body and Blood of Christ.      
 The purification may take place immediately after communion or after the entire Mass is con-
cluded.  The action may be done in any one of three locations.  If the vessels are purified after Mass, 
they go to the sacristy.  If they are purified during Mass, it happens either at the credenza, table or at the 
altar.   
If the ministers purify the vessels at the altar, they should stand at the side of the altar, so the action 
does not resemble the central parts of the Mass. 
              The responsibility for purifying the vessels falls to a priest, a deacon, or an instituted acolyte.  
An instituted acolyte is almost always a man preparing for ordination who assumes this duty along with 
others pertaining to the distribution of communion. 
               The vessels may be purified with water or with water and wine.  In the past, the priest always 
poured a little wine into the chalice after communion to dilute what remained of the precious Blood.  
Today it is more common to use only water. 
                To purify vessels, the minister may shake the corporal into the chalice.  He uses a purificator 
to wipe the vessels that held the Body of Christ, sweeping any remaining fragments into the chalice.  If 
he is using wine, he adds a small amount.  He then pours some water into the chalice to collect the ele-
ments gathered there, and he swallows the contents while saying a prayer. 
                After Mass, someone should wash the vessels with soap and water. ©2007 Resource Publications 

Collection For Retired Priests 
 

Our annual collection for Retired Priests will be taken up in our parish May 12-13, 2007.  A number 
of priests retire to the Priests’ Retirement Home, “Casa de Padres”.  This residence is not provided 
free of charge; each priest must pay to live at the Casa. 
Contrary to the popular perception of many—room, board and other living expenses for retired dioce-
san priests are not provided for by the Archdiocese, since diocesan priests are financially independ-
ent.  The priests themselves must provide for the day when they cannot work for a salary, through a 
combination of personal savings, Social Security and whatever retirement plan is available to them.   
Presently, 66 diocesan priests receive some retirement pension, of these, 36 receive the full retirement 
of $1,591.35 per month.  Twenty six more are due to be added to the plan over the next five years.  
As a large number of our aging priests reach retirement age in the next few years, meeting the retire-
ment needs of so many will be a special challenge.
