The belief of the Church, based on the word of
God as revealed in the Second Book of Maccab-
bees, is that it is a holy and worthwhile thing to
pray for the dead that they may be freed from sin.
The people of God from the earliest times have
acted on this conviction in various ways.

One tradition that has come down to us, as related
by Pope St. Gregory the Great (590-604) in his
treatise on the Immortality of the Soul, is that there
is special efficacy in having Mass celebrated on
thirty consecutive days for a deceased person.

For this reason they are known as Gregorian
Masses.
