JOURNEY OF FAITH 
 We are on a long and eventful journey. To-
day’s readings for Trinity Sunday succinctly cover 
the depth and breadth of our human travels. 
 The very beginnings of our journey are re-
vealed in the reading from Proverbs. God’s plan 
filled with divine wisdom was born before the earth 
was made. In today’s Gospel, Jesus speaks of his 
own personal journey. He has come from the Father 
and will return to the Father. Only then will the 
Advocate—the Spirit of Truth—take us onward. 
 This does not diminish the fact that the journey 
will be hard. The very setting of the Gospel is the 
night before Jesus died. As Saint Paul writes to the 
Romans, “[W]e even boast of our afflictions, know-
ing that affliction produces endurance, and endur-
ance, proven character, and proven character, 
hope” (Romans 5:3-4). 
 Ultimately, our human journey is modeled by 
the Holy Trinity—a family of love among Father, 
Son, and Spirit that we are all called to emulate.

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How do Cash Cards help our scholars? 

1). Non Profit Organizations all across America are raising funds with Cash Cards. 
2). Notre Dame School purchases Cash Cards from our suppliers (HEB, etc.) at a discount. 
3). Notre Dame School supporters purchase Cash Cards at full face value. 
4). Notre Dame School supporters shop at participating retailers for full face value of the Cash Cards 
they have purchased. 
5). The difference between the discount and face value of the Cash Card is revenue for Notre 
Dame Catholic School. 
6). When you purchase Cash Cards you do not pay any fees. 

For Example: 

A).You purchase a $100.00 HEB Cash Card from a volunteer. 

B).You take the card to HEB, select your merchandise, and then present the Cash Card for 
payment just as you would present a check or cash.  If your purchases are less than 
$100.00, then your card will retain the “change” on the card for use next time you shop. 

C).Notre Dame Catholic School makes $5.00.  This goes directly into the general educa-
tion fund. 

If you have not yet used this cost free way of donating to the school, ask one of our volunteers at any 
of the sales sites to explain how you can contribute to the school without taking money from your 
pocket.

In the 
Liturgy of the Word we hear God’s call to be the people of God and we hear how much God has done for us and 
continues to do for us.  The Liturgy of the Eucharist is a response to that call and to the love which has been shown 
to us.  Our response can only be to “do Eucharist,” that is, to give thanks and praise to the One who has given us 
everything.  The “General Instruction to the Roman Missal” describes the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of 
the Eucharist as “two parts so closely connected that they form but one single act of worship.”  (Ministry Resource
